(PFM) crowns are by far the most popular indirect restorations, although they have 
some less than ideal characteristics, including aggressive tooth preparation and often 
soft tissue irritation. In this course Dr. Ruiz will demonstrate how properly 
performed supra-gingival, minimally-invasive non-metal restorations make dentistry 
more predictable and trouble-free; as well as healthier for the patient than any 
traditional restoration has ever been.
